TRIAL REGULATIONS BDNOTICE TO EXHIBITORS

PLEASE ENCLOSE A COPY OF YOUR DOG’S HEIGHT CARD. As of January 1, 2001, a judge of
record must measure all dogs, except 24” class dogs prior to competing, that do not have a permanent
or valid temporary jump height card issued by the AKC.

POST DATED and RETURNED CHECKS do not constitute a valid entry fee. A charge of $25.00 will
be made for each returned check.

ENTRIES NOT ON OFFICIAL AKC ENTRY FORMS OR PHOTOCOPIES OF ENTRY FORMS without
the Agreement and Rules on the reverse side of the Official AKC Entry Form are NOT ACCEPTABLE.
FOR FASTER ACKNOWLEDGEMENT of acceptance please include a self-addressed, stamped
postcard with your entry form for the trial secretary to return.

FAXSIMILE, TELEPHONE, ELECTRONIC MAIL AND UNSIGNED ENTRIES cannot be accepted.
ENTRIES RECEIVED WITHOUT FEES will not be accepted.
